With a 
clear 9-5 in the all-German 
title match against Thomas 
Engert he did not only crown 
his own performance. Reime-
ring also prevented Engert’s 
second tour victory in a row 
after the Dynamic Swiss Open 
played about one month 
prior to Spain. Together with 
Swiss Open runner-up An-
dreas Roschkowsky a further 
German made it to the semi-
fi nals. And as in Switzerland 
before, it was British Imran 
Majid, who fi nally completed 
the round of the last four as 
the only non-German player.
